Family Faith Sharing: 
Luke 3:15-16;21-22 

This is a story from the Gospel of 
Luke, telling how John baptized Jesus 
and many people in the river Jordan.  
The gospel writer tells us that Jesus 
prayed to God after his baptism, and 
God responded by saying, “ You are 
my beloved son; with you I am well 
pleased.”   We believe that God is pre-

sent in every baptism, our baptism is like the baptism of 
Jesus and God loves every person..

Transition to a New Church 
 
After the summer we will be moving into a new worship 
space. We will celebrate the Rite of Dedication of a Church 
with Archbishop John G. Vlazny presiding and then cele-
brate Christmas, Easter, Sunday and daily Masses and wed-
dings and funerals.  It has been a long wait.  But there is 
more to this transition than just where we celebrate Mass. 
 
Where will Faith Formation classes be held? Where will we 
hold Children’s Liturgy of the Word?  Where will the Cate-
chumens go for their reflection after the homily? How will 
we process for communion?  Where will we store the sacred 
vessels?  Will the church be available for meetings? Prayer 
groups?  What about office space? What will we do for re-
ceptions after funerals? Where can a bride go to get ready?  
Where will the newly baptized adult Catholics dry off and 
get dressed after immersion baptism at the Easter Vigil?  
AND (most important to some) where will we have coffee 
and donuts? 
 
These and many other issues will need to be addressed.  
Some have obvious solutions, others not.  Therefore, I have 
asked Mary Jo Gregoire, who is a project manager at Nike, 
to serve as project manager for the transition process.  She 
has generously agreed.  Most of her job will be to bring the 
interested parties together to collaborate on these decisions 
so that things will work best for all involved.  For instance, 
the Faith Formation Committee is best suited to work out 
where and when we will hold our classes next year.  And the 
Liturgy Committee will best decide the details regarding 
how we worship in the new sanctuary.  Mary Jo will help to 
keep us all on track and meeting deadlines.  She will be 
working under the auspices of the Pastoral Council who is 
my key advisor regarding short- and long-range planning for 
our parish. 
 
If you have any concerns that will need to be addressed in 
the transition please contact Kathy Yee, myself, Mary Jo or 
anyone on the Pastoral Council so that we can make sure 
that matter is being met.
