Deacon Dennis brought the retreat
to aclose and invited each of the retreatants to offer their
impressions. They were all quite positive.

Bridget Becker did a great job organizing the retreat, but the
entire team hel ped and served as excellent role models (and
the food was great!). It also helped that we had relatively
warm weather while we were on the beach.
