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What Will We Lose?

Fr. Pierre Teilhard de Chardin (1881-1955), the French Jes-
uit priest and philosopher who trained as a pal eontol ogist
and geol ogist, once described the Offertory of the Mass say-
ing that when we offer the bread made of human hands we
offer al the progress of humanity. And when we offer the
wine made from crushed grapes we offer al that was tram-
pled upon in the name of progress.

When we started construction for the new church we had to
cut down trees that had lived there for years. Y et we will
incorporate their strength and beauty into the new sanctuary
to hold up the roof. Similarly, when we transition into the
new church some things will be lost, but much will be
gained.

Those who attend daily Mass at my home have told me how
they will miss the intimacy of that setting, but more will be
able to come to a space more suitable for the liturgy. The
gym and the classrooms at PCC afford us an abundance of
space, but, though we will have a smaller facility, it will be
sacred and permanently set up. We will |ose the office space
at St. Pius X and all the resources that generous parish has
allowed us by being on their property, but we will become
more connected to our own land and control our own sched-
uling.

Many are concerned about |osing the vibrancy of a“ start-
up” parish. 1t will be a challenge for us all to keep the en-
thusiasm alive as we welcome more people who will be at-
tracted to the beautiful sanctuary we are building. We will
need to be prepared to welcome them.

Our new building will have limits such as no approxi mate
classrooms for Faith Formation programs, no meeting
rooms and no social hall for receptions after weddings and
funerals. But it will have a sanctuary that will image the
beauty of God' s creation and a people at worship. The limi-
tations will be akin to afamily starting out in a new home
with cinder-block shelving, no formal dining room set and
little furniture. However, like starting with wedding china,
we will build on our rich beginnings.

Pray for the wisdom of the Holy Spirit to guide our Pastoral
Council, Building Committee and the Transition Committee
as we forge ahead.
