Family Faith Sharing: 
Luke 4:21-30 

Again Luke talks about Jesus speak-
ing in the synagogue, saying 
“ Today this Scripture passage is 
fulfilled in your hearing.”   The peo-
ple were amazed at his powerful 
words, and they asked him to per-
form miracles for them.  Jesus said:  
“ Amen, I say to you, no prophet is 

accepted in his own native place,”  and then reminds them of 
two miracles performed by the Old Testament prophets, 
Elijah and Elisha.  These miracles helped Gentiles, that is, 
people who weren’ t Jews.  When the people heard this, they 
became angry and drove him out of town. 
Do we accept Jesus’  teachings without questioning them?  
Or do we expect miracles from Jesus before we really be-
lieve in Him?  Why or why not? 
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Do We Have Anything To Say? 
 
Over the last few weeks I have been in the process of re-
searching and purchasing a new computer and smart phone 
(I think they call it a smart phone because it is smarter than 
the person using it).  For those who are interested (and, sur-
prisingly, many are interested) I am “ converting”  from a 
Windows PC and Palm Treo 650 to a MacBook Pro 15 and 
iPhone 3GS16.  Mac users think I have finally “ seen the 
light”  (one welcomed me to “ The Cult” ) and PC users po-
litely don©t say anything.  But there are definite opinions out 
there. 
 
To be honest, even though I tend to talk a lot, I have been 
reluctant to bring this transition up because I am afraid I will 
bore people, especially with the quirky nomenclature in-
volved, e.g. qwerty, .csv, WiFi, App, iTunes, iCal and iChat.  
What amazes me is that many people love talking about this 
stuff.  Maybe it is a fascination with the technology.  Per-
haps its because it involves a significant investment of time 
and money into something that one will use everyday and 
all day.  I am grateful for the input because it helped me 
make a decision.  But for the record, I refuse to get dragged 
into the debate about “Which is more Catholic:  Mac or 
PC?” . 
 
My brother Tom (a philosophy professor and Mac/iPhone 
user) made the observation that people can get into long and 
heated discussions about these devices that help us to com-
municate content.  But in those discussions no real content 
is ever actually communicated.  In other words: a lot of talk, 
but no substance.  It is akin to spending a lot of time and 
effort discussing which bible to buy based on its size, shape, 
color, the method of translation, where I will sit when I read 
it, and what kind of lighting I will use, but then never dis-
cussing the power of the Word of God, my love for God 
who speaks his Word, and how the living Word has changed 
– and is transforming – my life. 
 
Hopefully I will soon figure out how to use these new mar-
vels of human innovation so that I can employ them for real 
communication (in fact I typed this missive on the new 
MacBook).  What do you communicate with your technol-
ogy?
