The core purpose of a Small Christian Community isto re-
flect upon and learn more about our Catholic, Christian
faith, especially asto how we apply it in our daily lives.
Thisis donein the context of a small group of parishioners
(8 to 12 people, ideally) who get to know each other ina
faith-based way. One findsthat others are facing similar
challengesin life and in faith and that mutual support and
shared insights can provide strength, insight and consola-
tion.

Additionally, the SCC experience gets our nose in the Sa-
cred Scriptures on a more consistent basis. We certainly
hear the Word of God proclaimed and preached at Mass.
But to read the scriptures ahead of time, listen to some brief
commentary, and ponder in a small group on how the Word
of God touches our lives, it cannot help but bring us closer
to God. Some groups find it interesting to see what they got
out of the Sunday readings and compare that to the empha-
sisin the Sunday homily. The Word issorich that it can
touch our hearts in many different ways.

Some groups may meet on a given evening; othersearly in
the morning. Some groups may choose to meet only during
the Lenten season. Others may choose to keep on meeting
after Lent, either weekly or every other week. But | guaran-
teethat if you joinan SCC it will open you moreto God's
Word.

Asyour pastor, | cannot emphasize enough the importance
of seeking greater familiarity with our Holy Scriptures. One
resource that many of our SCCs have found helpful isa
website: www.emmausjourney.org (click on “ Reflecting on
Sunday®Reading”). This can be fruitful in personal reflec-
tion as well, but especially inan SCC.
