Where Are the Catechumens? 
 
For some unexplainable reason this year we have only one 
person in the RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) 
who will be receiving Easter sacraments, and he is already 
Catholic.  He just never received First Eucharist, Recon-
ciliation or Confirmation.  Scott Moore is a great guy and 
has been soaking up our church’s teaching like a sponge.  
He is really looking forward to receiving those Sacraments 
at the Easter Vigil.  Also attending our Thursday night ses-
sions is Brandon Smith.  He is not sure if he wants to be-
come a Catholic, but he wants to learn what the church 
teaches and he asks excellent questions.  Deacon John    
Riherd, and our parish RCIA Team, has been offering them 
a great education in the faith and all have benefited much 
from the interaction. 
 
However, I have a plan that may make quite a difference 
next year.  This has to do with something that most Catho-
lics would never do, but I think that St. Juan Diego Catho-
lics would be eager to do, and we have one shot at this.  
(Don’ t make a liar out of me.) 
 
Consider this… 
 
We will be completing a new church in October.  The whole 
neighborhood will be curious.  We are the first new parish 
in 20 years or more.  What if we made little brochures with 
basic parish information, a friendly note from me, and a 
picture of the church and then distributed those door-to-door 
in the neighborhood?  All one would say is:  “ Hi. I’m from 
St. Juan Diego Catholic Church.  We will be dedicating our 
new church soon and would like to invite you to an open 
house on such-and-such a date.”   How hard could that be?  
If they are formerly Catholic, it may provide the friendly 
welcome that leads them home.  If they are of no faith, it 
may be the beginning of a spiritual journey that leads them 
to our community.  Some may have considered becoming 
Catholic and this is the open door.  Most will have their own 
church, or synagogue, mosque, or temple, or be of no faith, 
but they will at least know we are friendly.  A few might be 
upset at the Church for some reason and this could be the 
beginning of healing. 
 
Think about it.  We will need a coordinator and an army of 
ambassadors.  But I think we can do this.  Interested?

Option for the Poor and Vulnerable 
A basic moral test is how our most vulnerable members are 
faring. In a society marred by deepening divisions between 

rich and poor, our tradition recalls the story of the Last Judg-
ment (Mt 25:31-46) and instructs us to put the needs of the 

poor and vulnerable first. 

The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops and 
Archbishop Vlasny have targeted immigration reform as an 
important issue for US Catholic©s.  Please read the 
Archbishop©s letter in this week©s bulletin.  To support the 
Archbishop©s plea, we are conducting a postcard campaign 
aimed at sensitizing our congressional delegation to the im-
portance of this issue.
