Family Faith Sharing: 
Luke 13:1-9 

In today’s readings Jesus teaches us 
to overcome temptation.  Tempta-
tions are those things that lure us 
into doing something that is im-
moral, or as the Church teaches, sin-
ful.  The devil is always trying to 
lead us away from our relationship 
with God so he tempts us with many 
things– including the glamour of 

power, money, and popularity. 
As we begin this Lenten season, first examine the tempta-
tions in your life.  What are the temptations that get in the 
way of your relationship with God?  What action will you do 
that will bring you into a closer relationship with God this 
Lent? 
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Which Bible Should I Get? 
 
In choosing bibles there are three things I look for: 1) Quality 
and preference of translation, 2) Extras like footnotes, intro-
ductory remarks, maps and appendices, and 3) look and feel of 
the bible depending on what I am using it for.  This latter cate-
gory is least important, but at a prayer service, a leather cover 
looks nicer, but for study, it doesn’ t matter; for travel, smaller 
is better, but some need large print. 
 
Regarding translation, the New American Bible (NAB), devel-
oped by the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops 
(USCCB), is authorized for use at Mass.  There is also a ver-
sion of the NAB called the Catholic Study Bible, which has 
lots of footnotes and references.  However, at Mount Angel 
Seminary they use the USCCB approved Revised Standard 
Version – Catholic Edition (RSV – Catholic).  It should be 
noted that “ Catholic editions”  include the Old Testament 
books in their proper order, which are not included in so-
called Protestant Bibles.  These books are usually referred to 
as the “ Apocrypha”  or “Deutero-Canonical Books” . 
 
My personal preference for translation is the New Revised 
Standard Version – Catholic Edition (NRSV – Catholic), ap-
proved by the USCCB.  It comes in various editions (ex. 
Youth Bible or Women’s Bible) and contains the scholarship 
of the RSV, but employs inclusive language such as 
“ humanity”  as opposed to “ mankind” , or “ brothers and sis-
ters”  as opposed to “ brothers”  in places where it is clear that 
women would have been present in the group being addressed. 
 
However, a recent discovery of mine (just published, and now 
my first recommendation) is The Catholic Faith & Family 
Bible published by Harper Collins (2010).  It was done under 
the auspices of Our Sunday Visitor and the Center for Ministry 
Development.  It employs the NRSV – Catholic translation 
and has numerous explanations, and boxed articles about how 
various scriptures apply to our lives.  There are appendices 
that contain maps, reading plans, a list of all the Sunday read-
ings for Mass, a topical index, and a collection of Catholic 
prayers.  After I got it home I discovered that some of the edi-
torial staff are people I used to work with in this Archdiocese 
who now work in national Catholic roles.  Additionally, two 
scholars in the credits are Dr. Elaine Park, PhD and Deacon 
Owen Cummings who teach at Mount Angel Seminary.  But 
the pièce de résistance is that the imprimatur is by none other 
than our own Archbishop John G. Vlazny.  Need I say more?
