Intime | expect, and fear, that we will hear
reports from every continent.

Thisis not just a“ Catholic Church problem”. It istrue that
about 4% of priests have been accused of sexually abusing
children. Any studies| have read say that is consistent with
the percentage of perpetrators of sexual abuse in the general,
global population, be they family members, teachers, coaches,
scouting leaders, etc. It isanumber that sounds 4% too high
to me, but it is a human disorder that exists.

Unfortunately, the tendency for those who became aware that
such crimes had been committed was to keep it quiet in order
to avoid shame, scandal, or financial ruin. This happenedin
the Church and other institutions, and | have seenit alsoin
families where one parent is afraid to report another parent
who had abused a child. The dynamics in these situations are
different, to be sure. | would think that more should be ex-
pected from a church official or from any such institutions.
But silence has been a common response to the horrors of
child sex abuse.

How is our Church and Parish responding? In this Archdio-
cese and in our Parish we have been diligent in providing edu-
cation on this matter to parents, volunteer catechists, clergy
and all Church employees. Thereisan annual review of each
Parish’s compliance to the new norms of child protection. For
instance, there is an annual, mandatory, supplemental training.
| hadn’t realized that a whole year had gone by and | got a
notice from the Archdiocese that | was overdue for that train-
ing. | will dothat as soon as possible. Such areminder let me
know that mechanisms are set up so that no one can forget.

Of the few survivors of clergy sex abuse whom | have met,
they are most consoled when they learn that the Church has
taken action to assure that such crimes will never happen
again. Pray for the healing of our Church.
