Family Faith Sharing: 
Luke 22:14-23:56 
This Sunday marks the be-
ginning of Holy Week.  
Today’s Gospel tells us the 
story of Jesus’ passion– the 
Last Supper, his agony in 
the garden, and his arrest, 

trial, sentencing and crucifixion.  As we begin these final 
days of Lent, the Church invites us to walk with Jesus to the 
cross with forgiveness and humility. 
What is your greatest challenge as a faithful follower of 
Jesus? What do you need to give up to be more like Jesus?. 
Think of a time when you had to forgive someone.  What 
makes it hard to forgive someone after you have been hurt?

Holy Week 
Now we embark on the holiest week of the year.  To participate in 
these sacred liturgies and events is to experience the focal myster-
ies of our Faith: 

Palm (Passion) Sunday - The blessing of palms and recollection of 
the Lord’s triumphal entry into Jerusalem is followed by the 
proclamation of his passion. 

Chrism Mass at the Cathedral - Monday evening at 7:00. Holy 
oils are blessed for the entire Archdiocese and the priests serv-
ing in the Archdiocese are present to renew their vows. 

Tuesday, and Wednesday of Holy Week - Daily Masses at 8:00AM 
at my home offer the opportunity to prepare for the Triduum. 

Holy Thursday - This night (7:00 PCC Events Center Bldg 9) we 
give thanks for the gift of the Eucharist instituted at the Last 
Supper.  We recall how Jesus called the disciples to service by 
his example in the washing of their feet and we conclude with 
adoration of Blessed Sacrament from 9:00 until midnight at 
my home (17189 NW Stoller Dr. Portland, OR 97229) 

Good Friday -At 10:00 in the morning our parish will participate 
in an ecumenical “Walk of the Cross” beginning at the First 
United Methodist Church in Beaverton (12555 SW 4th) where 
we have Faith Café.  We will remember the suffering of Christ 
as we acknowledge the injustices present in our own commu-
nity.  Then, in the evening (7:00 PCC Events Center Bldg 9) 
we will recount the ultimate sacrifice of Christ as we proclaim 
his passion, venerate the cross, pray for the needs of all the 
world and receive communion to nourish us in the hope we 
celebrate at Easter. 

Easter Vigil - The Mother of All Feasts!  We will gather at 
7:00PM on the PCC quad outside the gym with the lighting of 
the Easter fire, a sign of the Light of the World in the Risen 
Christ.  We then process into the sanctuary (churchnasium) led 
by the Christ candle and sing the proclamation of the resurrec-
tion of our Savior.  Our salvation is proclaimed in the Word.  
We will celebrate Confirmation and First Communion for 
Scott Moore who has been preparing all year.  And we receive 
our Risen Lord in the Eucharist. 

Easter Sunday - We continue the celebration of Easter with the 
Sunday Mass at 9:30AM (PCC Gym).  Those who participate 
in the Vigil are invited to receive communion again on Sun-
day. 

These are days of grace poured forth in abundance for the up-
building of the Reign of God in each of our lives.  May all who 
participate be signs of the Light of Christ in our world.

You Can Make a Difference 

Option for the Poor and Vulnerable�
A basic moral test is how our most vulnerable members are 
faring. In a society marred by deepening divisions between 
rich and poor, our tradition recalls the story of the Last 
Judgment (Mt 25:31-46) and instructs us to put the needs of 
the poor and vulnerable first. 

Did you know......Half of American kids will live in house-
holds receiving food stamps before age 20, according to a 
study reported in Archives of Pediatrics & Adolescent Medi-
cine. More than 35.8 million Americans used food stamps in 
July.  It takes a living wage of $14.54 (working 40 hours a 
week, 52 weeks a year) in order to afford the Fair Market 
Rent in Oregon for a two-bedroom unit.
