The Risen Jesus in the Day-to-Day 

 
The other day my brother Tom, the philosophy professor, was 
asking me about all the complexities of our church building 
project.  Eventually he asked a question that I have often pon-
dered: “ Why is it that priests – whose main role is to be a spiri-
tual leader, preacher, and presider at sacred rites – also have to 
be responsible for all the administrative details, such as a build-
ing project?”   There are a variety of responses to this question 
(some positive, some negative), but what just popped out was 
“ I dunno. I think it keeps us incarnational.”   I don’ t know 
where that came from but it made sense to me as soon as I said 
it.  (By the way, this is how extroverts think: we have to talk it 
through.)  
 
 We are simultaneously physical and spiritual: incarnate beings.  
Jesus is divine and human, sharing in our physical/spiritual 
nature and is also uniquely God incarnate.  He faced human 
temptation and suffering.  Jesus experienced the sacred and 
profane; the profound and mundane.  And there’s a lot of mun-
dane in life.  Anyone who has been alive very long knows that.  
But it is in the mundane, day-to-day where most of the living 
and loving and praying happens.   
 
Couples fall in love and have key romantic moments.  But, in 
the long haul, it is the day-to-day kindnesses that make a rela-
tionship.  Parents talk about the miracle of the birth of their 
children.  But it is in getting them up everyday for school and 
seeing after their needs where love is proven.  Christians may 
have key religious experiences, but it is in daily prayer and ser-
vice that shows true discipleship. 
 
Today we celebrate the momentous, life-changing, universe-
shifting occasion of the complete, bodily resurrection of Jesus, 
who was fully human and divine.  The real challenge for a 
Christian is to invite the Risen Jesus into our day-to-day rou-
tines as well as the big events.   Into our jobs, at school, cele-
brating parish Masses, in human relationships and into the 
mundane administrative tasks of our lives.  That is where we 
live out true love, true discipleship, and true faith.  
 
Jesus is God-Incarnate, the truly Risen-One. If we keep look-
ing, we will see him everywhere.
