First Communion and First Mass

This weekend we are privileged to celebrate First Commun-
ions, an annual event | always treasure in parish ministry. | am,
again, impressed by the enthusiasm and hunger that the chil-
dren have for the Blessed Sacrament.

My First Communion was a bit odd. In 1966 my family wasin
attendance at arare home Mass at a neighbor’ s house who had
apriest-friend visiting. | remember he was of Chinese descent.
When it came time for communion, rather than us forming a
ling, the priest distributed communion around the perimeter of
the room, which was where we were all standing. Not knowing
us, when the priest came to my 6-year-old brother Pete he said:
The Body of Christ. To my surprise, Pete —who, like me, had
not yet received nor prepared for his First Communion — said
Amen, and received on the tongue, which was the only accept-
able method at thetime. Not to be outdone, the priest came
next to me (7) and | did the same.

The very next day our Dad took us to meet with our pastor, Fr.
Robert Ciedlinski, not to scold us, but to seeif, indeed, we did
understand the meaning of the sacrament. Father asked us nu-
merous questions about the faith and, apparently, was suffi-
ciently satisfied with our answers that he gave us permission to
receive communion from then on. But we still needed to par-
ticipate in the formal preparation process and ceremony later
that year at our parish of St. Paul’ sin Eugene.

Nineteen years later | celebrated my First Massthereasa
priest. My immediate family, of course, was in attendance (my
brothers were a bit annoyed that it coincided with the Ducks
football game against the Washington Huskies at Autzen Sta-
dium. Truelove?). Many relatives and life-long friends were
thereaswell. | vividly remember saying the words of conse-
cration for thefirst time: Take this, all of you, and eat it: thisis
my body which will be given up for you. | was so overwhelmed
with emotion and awe that my voice quivered and | barely got
thewords out. As| genuflected at the altar | prayed: Not NOW,
Lord. Then | was able to finish the Mass without blubbering.

May we follow the example of the First Communicants this
week and foster greater devation for the Eucharist in our lives.
