In this Gospel we hear how Jesus wants 
us to love.  Jesus says, “ I give you a new 
commandment, that you love one another.   
Just as I have loved you, you also should 
love one another.  By this, everyone will 
know that you are my disciples, if you 
have love for one another.”

Arrrgh!  
Sometimes that is all I want to say when I read or hear more 
news about the clergy sex abuse crisis all over the world.  
Don’ t get me wrong; I am not against reporting it.  Horrible 
things were done to innocent children, perpetrated by the peo-
ple who should be most trusted.  Furthermore, bishops and reli-
gious superiors, who oversee their clergy and communities, 
failed to bring the perpetrators to justice.  Sometimes the inac-
tion was based on the societal ignorance of the time, and other 
times it was due to putting the needs of the institution over the 
needs of the victims.  That, unfortunately, is news.  How could 
this happen in our church, whose fundamental mission it is to 
share the love of Jesus and care for the young and vulnerable?  
Arrrgh!  
We Catholics – laity, priests, religious, bishops and the pope – 
love our church and want to get to the bottom of this.  It is not 
just “ enemies”  of the church (and they do exist) who are critical 
of what happened.  But our goal, as members of the church, is 
for the sake of healing so that we can find our way to a new and 
better way of being a church so that this never happens again.  I 
believe that has begun to take place, albeit slowly.    
The first time I heard about this issue (and I had trouble believ-
ing it at the time) was in 1983.  I was a seminarian and was 
horrified to hear that one of our priests abused children.  He 
was arrested and served time.  Immediately changes were im-
plemented in this archdiocese, beginning with the application 
process and formation of seminarians.  The diocese also 
adopted “ code of conduct”  policies in the 1980s that applied to 
clergy.  They were meager beginnings of what have become far 
more comprehensive (all staff and volunteers) and enforceable 
“safe environment”  policies which Archbishop John Vlazny 
promulgated.  
It is my sincere belief that the truth of what happened will 
eventually come out and the truth will set us free.  I also be-
lieve that bishops like our own are committed to a healthier 
church.  But we all have a voice and role, if we truly call our-
selves “ Church” .  For me, rather than get discouraged these last 
few years, I have intensified my resolve to live a holy priest-
hood with an open pastoral/leadership style.  I also am deeply 
committed to our safe environment practices so that families 
can feel secure in this parish and archdiocese.  
But it still tries my heart.  And I am available to anyone else 
who needs to vent.  
No trial has come to you but what is human. God is faithful and 
will not let you be tried beyond your strength; but with the trial 
he will also provide a way out, so that you may be able to bear 
it. (1Cor. 10:13)
