“¿No estoy yo aquí que soy tu Madre?” 
 
This Mother’s Day I wear my white carnation.  White is for 
those whose mother is in heaven, and a red carnation if she is 
still living on earth. This is the Mother’s Day custom that my 
family grew up with.  Back in the day, all us boys with our red 
carnations filled up the pew at Mass with our mom. But dad’s 
was white. His mother died when he was 7 years old.  It meant 
a lot to him to honor her in this way, among many, and to teach 
us to honor our mom.  This is my third white one. 
 
Pope John Paul II, rather, young Karol Wojty
a, lost his mother 
when he was a boy.  His papa took him to a church and showed 
him the image of Our Lady of Cz� stochowa, a popular Polish 
icon. “ She is your mother now.”   Young Karol took this to 
heart. 
 
My mother taught me the importance of having a devotion to 
Mary. We prayed the rosary…a lot. She gave me a tiny little 
statue which had a unique encasement that had doors on it 
which, when closed, came to a point at the top and look kinda 
like a bullet.  As a kid I thought that was the coolest thing.  It 
looked like a bullet of wood! But, when opened, it held the tini-
est little statue of Mary.  Wow!  I still have it.  I’ m looking at it 
as I write these words.  It’ s still the coolest thing. 
 
The Catholic Church says that Mary is our Mother.  I have al-
ways accepted that on faith. But when I had a mom on earth it 
seemed less urgent to also have the Mother of Jesus, too.  But 
that has changed.  St. Louis de Montfort wrote in the 1700s 
(which I read on his feast day two Tuesdays ago) that if Mary is 
the Mother of Jesus, and we are the Body of Christ (Jesus being 
the Head), then of course she’s our Mother.  That made sense 
to me. 
 
What made more sense was when I had a bad day a couple 
years ago and looked at Our Lady of Guadalupe’s image on the 
tilma of our patron saint.  In the tilt of her head I “ heard” : 
“Ohhhh, John. Don’ t worry. Things will be fine.”   It made me 
think of what she said to St. Juan Diego four hundred and sev-
enty-nine years ago in Mexico.
