Family Faith Sharing: 
Luke 24:46-53 

Today’s Gospel reading is from the 
very end of Luke.  Jesus is talking 
with his disciples and reminds them 
that it was written, “ the Messiah 
would suffer and rise from the dead 
on the third day.”   He also reminds 
them that in the name of the Messiah, 

repentance and forgiveness of all sins would be preached 
from Jerusalem and throughout the world.  Then Jesus 
blesses the disciples and ascends into heaven. 
Remember a time when you have told another person (or 
God) that you’ re sorry for something you said or did.  How 
did that make you feel?  Why do you think it’ s important to 
forgive and be forgiven? 
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The Rock Was Christ 
 
Kathy Yee and I spent last Wednesday afternoon looking at 
rocks.  As you all have seen in the plans, at the entrance of the 
new church we will have an immersion font at floor level and a 
smaller font rising above the floor, where we will also bless 
ourselves as we enter and depart from the church.  The idea 
arose that the upper font could be a singular rock, hewn out and 
plumbed for infant baptism.  It is consistent with an image St. 
Paul uses in his First Letter to the Corinthians: 
 

I do not want you to be unaware, brothers and sisters, 
that our ancestors were all under the cloud 

and all passed through the sea, 
and all of them were baptized into Moses 

in the cloud and in the sea. 
All ate the same spiritual food, 

and all drank the same spiritual drink, 
for they drank from a spiritual rock that followed them, 

and the rock was the Christ. 
(1Corinthians 10:1-4) 

 
So Kathy and I were out looking at massive granite and basalt 
rocks. We have been working with a stone carver who will 
fashion a basin and coax the water to flow down the side of the 
rock into the lower pool.  Its natural form will complement the 
log columns harvested from our property. 
 
Additionally, members of the parish are meeting with a furni-
ture designer for the liturgical appointments (altar, ambo, pre-
sider’s chair, tabernacle, and Easter candle stand).  We are also 
evaluating artists to fashion a crucifix to hang in the sanctuary. 
 
In the meantime the walls and roof are all up in the sanctuary.  
They still need insulation and finishing.  Soon we will pour 
concrete for the entry area and start framing and roofing that 
section.  Electricians are running miles of conduit, and much of 
the plumbing is in.  Siding will go up in the coming weeks.  It 
will be late summer before the floor is poured and the pews are 
installed. 
 
It is my hope that in the next couple weeks we can open the 
property for tours.  Up to this point there have been lots of 
ditches and trip hazards that made it unsafe for large groups. 
 
Remember, on Sunday October 24 at 2PM, the Archbishop will 
celebrate the Mass of Dedication.  Please pray that the project 
continues smoothly and safely.
