Parking at the New Church

When we started planning for a church on our property, our
parish callectively decided to keep as much green space as pos-
sible for the sake of sustainability and beauty. It seemed a
waste to have most of the property paved for parking when it
was only necessary once aweek. So we opted for a
“compressed” parking system. But sustainable practicesre-
quire adifferent way of thinking.

We are planning to have two Masses on Sunday when we start
using the new church. (The Masstimesare pending.) At first,
only one Mass each Sunday and on major Feast Days, will re-
quire the entire parking lot. But, as our parish grows, it may be
two Masses using most every space. For the bigger Masses we
will have volunteers (parishioners) who will direct traffic. This
will not only help for a smooth process of filling and emptying
the parking lot, but will also add another level of hospitality as
each car is greeted with “ Welcome to St. Juan Diego!”

Tom O’ Donndll has graciously accepted the responsibility of
designing and implementing the process for parking at the par-
ish. Heisforming ateam at this juncture and will need more
helpers (et me know if you are interested).

The planisto make parking as user friendly as possible. Park-
ing attendants will get to wear bright colored vests (Lightning
Y dlow?!) and use pointersto direct traffic. We welcome con-
trol freaks who have a nice smile. :)

The“ compressed” parking design means that some parking
spaces along the sides will be two cars deep and those in the
middle will be 3 deep. That is, some cars will be blocked. But
sincewe mostly al arrive and depart about the same time, it
will work. Additionally, we are working out a system to be
ableto identify whose car is blocking another so that the driver
can easily befound. We aready have nametags. It may be that
our cars will have nametags to hang from the mirror.

It is my hope that we will voluntarily reserve the parking closer
to the church for those who are more elderly or who need more
time getting into the church. Of course, there is ample disabled
parking available.
