Luke 9:11b-17 

Today’s gospel fits our feast 
well.  Luke tells us about the 
time Jesus fed the crowd with 
five loaves and two fish.  The 
miracle of the loaves and fishes 

foreshadowed the most wonderful miracle of all.  In the 
Eucharist, Jesus feeds as many as come to His table.  There 
is enough food for the whole world.

All That in Half-an-Hour? 

 
One weekday during my assignment at All Saints Parish I was 
getting ready for morning Mass when Nikki, a new server (yes, 
we had servers at daily Mass), asked me to review all the things 
she had to do.  I described the steps quickly without skipping 
any details:  Procession, Opening Song, Opening Prayer, Scrip-
ture, Homily, Preparation of the Gifts, Eucharistic Prayer 
(which in that parish included bell ringing), Lord’s Prayer, Sign 
of Peace, Communion (which in that parish included the server 
holding a paten), Purifying Vessels, Prayer After Communion, 
Blessing, Dismissal and Recessional.  Her only question was: 
“How long will that take?”  “Oh,”  I answered, “ about 30 min-
utes.”   “What?”  she was incredulous. “ All of that in half-an-
hour?”  
 
You know, she is right.  It is quite amazing that the Mass (a 
little over an hour on Sundays) has us celebrating the miracu-
lous presence of God in “ All of that” .  And in a relatively short 
time.  We want the Mass to be of reasonable length for chil-
dren, yet stil l take the time to let things sink in.  
 
Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of 
Christ.  All of us who are present have made the choice, in the 
midst of this secular world, to center our weekend on an invisi-
ble truth, namely, Christ’ s presence in the Eucharist.  Many of 
our neighbors would consider our belief to be superstition.  
They are polite about it, but if they thought our belief was true, 
and if they understood its ramifications, then they would be 
here too.  We can respectfully disagree, but we are here be-
cause either we believe, or we want to grow in that belief.  We 
have even invested considerable resources ($5 million!) from 
our hard earned pay to build a building whose primary focus 
will be to celebrate the Eucharist. 
 
Yes, we appreciate our sense of community; but who are we 
without Christ?  Yes, we want to feed the hungry; but who are 
they if not Christ?  Yes, we want to live better lives; but what is 
that if not modeled after Christ? 

 
The Eucharist is the presence of Christ par excellence! 
 
The Eucharist draws us into communion with God and each 
other.  The Eucharist nourishes us so that we can nourish oth-
ers.  The Eucharist – The Body of Christ – makes us into The 
Body of Christ:  The Church. 
 
May we never underestimate the power of the Eucharist.
