It wasin my role as Director of Vocations, inthe early 90's,
that | received a phone call from Abbot Bernard McVeigh of
Our Lady of Guadalupe Trappist Abbey in Lafayette, Oregon.
The Abbot and | had known each other for some years. His
monastery had been a formative refuge in my life as a pray-er
and priest.

“John, | have afriend here who isin a unique situation.” The
abbot explained, “Heis a Presbyterian minister and married to
alovely woman. They have been coming here for some years
and have become quite attracted to Catholic spirituality. The
other day Slider told me that heisinterested in becoming a
Catholic. Hisonly hesitation isthat he feels genuindy called to
be a pastor. He said that if he could also be a priest he would
jointhe church as quickly as possible.” Then the abbot paused:
“Do you know if that could work?’

My first thought was “ If Abbot Bernard is promoting this guy,
then he must be exceptional.” My second thought was, “What
kind of nameis‘Slider’ ?” What | said was: “ That sounds ex-
citing, but the canonical issues are way beyond my scope. |
think you need to talk to the Archbishop.”

At thetime, Slider was the pastor of Smith Memorial Presbyte-
rian Churchin Fairview. He and Jacquie eventually did be-
come Cathaolics. In 1996, under Archbishop William J. Levada
(who sought permission from the Vatican) Slider did become a
priest of great compassion, pastoral skill and wisdom.

Two weeks ago on Tuesday, June 8, during the annual priest
retreat, Fr. Slider suffered afatal heart attack while playing his
annual “grudge match” in racquetball against Fr. Les Sieg, of
St. Anthony in Tigard. Fr. Lesdid his best to revive him, but it
was not possible. Fr. Slider appeared in every other way to be
in great shape. Wewere all inshock. We all felt great sorrow
for Jacquie. Shelet us know that it was a comfort to her to
know that Slider was with us when he died.

At hisfuneral last Wednesday his love for the priesthood and
the Word of God was much touted. He and | also shared an
interest in promoting Small Christian Communities. But
mostly he was noted for hislove for hiswife, children and
grandchildren; the Archbishop and his brother priests; parish-
ioners of St. Agathain Portland, and friends. It was an honor
to have shared the ministry with Fr. Slider. | will miss him.

Sustainable Heating System

During the winter this system will bring

hot water to the hydronic pipesin the con-

cretefloor. The hydronics will heat up the
entire slab to the desired temperature. In the heat of summer it
will send cool water to the dlab and keep the church at a com-
fortable temperature. Since the concrete slab holds heat or cold
for along time it will take far less energy and money to main-
tain the desired temperature.
