Family Faith Sharing: 

Luke 9:51-62 
 

Jesus is on his way to Jerusa-
lem.  He forgives the Samari-
tans who refuse to welcome 
him, showing his disciples 
how to behave toward their 
enemies.  He then responds to 
three different people who 
want to follow Him.  Jesus 
tells them right up front the 
high cost of becoming his dis-
ciples.  That cost may include 

giving up home, family and means of income. 
 
Imagine Jesus saying to you, “ Come follow me now, without 
delay.”   What would be your first concern?  What is it like 
for you to follow Jesus?  Do you have to give anything up? 
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Making Ends Meet 
 
Last Wednesday night we had our monthly meeting of our Par-
ish Administrative Council.  They advise me on all fiscal and 
administrative issues so that we can meet the goals of our par-
ish.  Our Parish Pastoral Council discerns those goals. 
 
I appoint members of the Administrative Council due to their 
particular skill sets.  They each serve a three-year term.  Jerzy 
Rub (Chair), Beth Madden and Tom O’Donnell all have man-
agement experience.  Pat Kurkoski is an attorney, Linda Bartle 
is an accountant and Mike Cooney is in Human Resources 
(personnel).  Art Schulte has served ad hoc from the beginning 
of the parish.  In addition, Nanette Martin, our parish book-
keeper/office manager attends all the meetings. 
 
Our monthly meetings always begin with prayer thanking God 
for his generosity and asking the guidance of the Holy Spirit to 
use wisely these parish resources.  Each meeting we review the 
previous month’s financial statements (operations and building 
project) that have been prepared by Nanette.  However, the 
Building Committee covers more specific details of the build-
ing budget.  Members of the council or I raise various other 
administrative concerns according to the prepared agenda.  
These parishioners are very skilled and diligent to detail.  Since 
I have no background in the areas of finance and management I 
am quite dependent upon their advice.  I have learned a lot 
from similar councils in previous assignments. 
 
This past meeting we reviewed the coming year’s budget (July 
1 to June 30).  It is all but finalized.  This past year, in light of 
the economy, we collected less money than we had anticipated, 
but it was still more than we collected last year.  But then, our 
expenses also came in lower than we had anticipated, due to 
diligent work of your parish staff.  Again, we end the year in 
the black!  (Even though a year ago, in these economic times, 
we had our concerns.)  Members of the council all commented 
on the generosity of the parishioners and the dedication of the 
staff.  We are fortunate, indeed.  Anyone interested in a full 
financial report of parish funds is more than welcome to review 
all the details you want.  Nanette can get the information to 
you, excluding staff salaries.  The Administrative Council con-
fidentially reviews those.  Salaries are strictly based on Archdi-
ocesan guidelines, so there are no surprises there. 
 
I am deeply grateful for this, and many other talented groups of 
parishioners who make this an amazing parish.

Sustainable Heating System  

During the winter this system will bring 
hot water to the hydronic pipes in the con-
crete floor.  The hydronics will heat up the 

entire slab to the desired temperature.  In the heat of summer it 
will send cool water to the slab and keep the church at a com-
fortable temperature.  Since the concrete slab holds heat or cold 
for a long time it will take far less energy and money to main-
tain the desired temperature. 
Construction costs are estimated at $5,114,527 and we have 
received pledges totaling $4,958,322.  The Campaign Con-
tinuation Committee continues to seek new pledges.
