Family Faith Sharing: 

Luke 10:1-12,17-20 
 

Jesus wants the whole world to know 
that the kingdom of God is at hand.  So, 
he sends his disciples out to gather the 
harvest (harvest means people who have 
not heard the Good News of the Gospel).  
He tells the disciples they must go 
quickly and travel light. 
 
How many disciples did Jesus have at 
that time? (seventy two).  How many dis-
ciples do you think we have today? 
(probably millions).  As a disciple of Je-

sus, what are you doing to let people know about Jesus’  love 
and the Kingdom of God?

Recently, the St. Vincent de Paul (SVdP) conference at St. Pius 
X asked for our help in their work because half of the calls they 
get requesting assistance – about 25 out of 50 calls a month – 
come from families who live within our parish boundaries.  This 
prompted two responses from our Social Justice Committee 
members: we need to help right now, and we need to put in 
place for a more comprehensive and sustainable response to our 
neighbors in need. 
 
In the short term, twelve members of our parish joined the 
SVdP Conference at St. Pius X.  They have received training 
and are already in the process of delivering food boxes.  In the 
long term we are exploring how we can start our own SVdP 
conference at St. Juan Diego Parish and place a modular unit on 
our property out of which we can distribute food and other ne-
cessities until we finally have a permanent building (part of 
Phase II of our building project in 5 to 10 years).  My concerns 
about this portable unit project were 1) it cannot delay the 
church building project, though it may benefit from work al-
ready being done on the property, like acquiring utilities in an 
efficient manner. And 2) There cannot be any capital fundrais-
ing from parishioners (who have already sacrificed greatly to 
get this church off the ground).  
 
Regarding the latter, the Social Justice Ministry (whose annual 
budget is 5% of parish operations, about $25,000) will devote a 
portion of their budget to SVdP.  They have accumulated 
$35,000 in savings over the last 8 years in anticipation of a pro-
ject such as this, although we thought it would be after we fin-
ished Phase II.  Also, SVdP conferences have access to a grant 
writer.  And, as a separately incorporated entity, a SVdP confer-
ence is eligible for matching corporate funds, like from Nike, 
that would not otherwise be available to a parish per se.  These 
sources and our regular food collections should sustain the work 
of a SVdP conference. 
 
The plan for the modular unit has been favorably presented to 
our parish’s Pastoral and Administrative Councils.  This past 
week Ken David (who is coordinating these efforts), Barb Up-
son, Bob Taylor and I met with Washington County and the 
permit process is relatively easy.  Now we are looking for a unit 
to purchase and someone who can move it.
