Luke 10:38-42 
 

In today’s Gospel, the story of Martha 
and Mary shows us the importance of 
making time to listen to the word of Je-
sus.  Martha is upset because she feels 
she is doing all the work — serving the 
Lord and everyone by cooking and 
cleaning, while Mary sits at the feet of 
the Lord listening to him teach.  Martha 
complains to the Lord about her sister, 
Mary.  Jesus tells Martha not to worry 
about the many things.  There is need of 
only one thing, and Mary has chosen the 
better part.
