Dolores Mission 
 
Last week our youth mission group visited a parish in Los An-
geles named for Our Lady of Sorrows (Dolores = Sorrow).  In 
the church there is a statue of Mary under this title.  In Catholic 
piety there are numerous artistic versions of the Sorrowful 
Mother.  As a teenager I thought the image was depressing and 
couldn’ t understand why the Catholic Church would “ glorify”  
sadness when the faith is supposed to lead us to true happiness. 
 
Some years ago, after a stray bullet from a drive by shooting 
killed a 12-year-old girl named Stephanie (a member of the 
Dolores Mission) the parishioners there paraded the statue of 
their patroness through the neighborhood streets.  They identi-
fied with the Mother of the Crucified One who lost her only 
Son to a violent and unjust death.  They knew that she empa-
thized with them.   
 
The Seven Sorrows of Mary are: 

1. The Prophecy of Simeon over the Infant Jesus.  
 (Luke 2:34) 
2. The Flight into Egypt of the Holy Family.  
 (Matt. 2:13) 
3. The Loss of the Child Jesus for Three Days. 

(Luke 2:43) 
4. The Meeting of Jesus and Mary along the Way of 

the Cross.  (Luke 23:26) 
5. The Crucifixion, where Mary stands at the foot of 

the cross.  (John 19:25) 
6. The Descent from the Cross, where Mary receives 

the dead body of Jesus in her arms.  (Matt. 27:57) 
7. The Burial of Jesus.  (John 19:40) 

 
But the people of the Dolores Mission did not stop at acknowl-
edging their pain.  Their identification with the Sorrowful 
Mother led them to action.  The death of that little girl is what 
inspired the mothers of that parish to take back their neighbor-
hood.  They started the “ Camino Seguro”  (safe passage) pro-
gram by which they lined the streets between the barrio and the 
school to make sure that their kids, on their way to and from 
class, would not be harassed by gang members.  It was the sor-
row of conducting funerals for murdered gang members that 
motivated Fr. Greg Boyle, SJ, to start Homeboy Industries and 
provide jobs as an alternative for those who desired to turn 
away from a life of violence.  It was the sorrow of homeless, 
new immigrants that led the parishioners of Dolores mission to 
open the doors of their church to provide food and shelter. 
 
According to our faith, the cross always leads to resurrection.  
But we must have the courage first to acknowledge the sorrow.
