Family Faith Sharing: 
Luke 12:13-21 

 
In today’s Gospel, Jesus is seen 
as a rabbi (or teacher) and is 
asked to settle a disagreement.  A 
man asks him to “tell my brother 
to share the inheritance with me,” 
and Jesus tells a parable about a 
rich man who is really concerned 
about saving lots of material 

wealth—as security against hard times.  Jesus wants people to 
understand that in God’s eyes, true security is found in spiri-
tual, not material wealth.  For if we give most of our attention 
to material things, we don’t “see” the needs of people around 
us, and therefore, don’t try to help them. 
This gospel tells us to avoid greed in all its forms.  Where do 
you find greed in your daily life?  How do you overcome it?  
God tells the rich man that his life will be demanded of him.  
What demands on your life does God make?  How do you re-
spond? 
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New Church; New Mass Times 
 
Starting the weekend of October 31, 2010 – our first full week-
end in the new church – we will add a Sunday Mass and inau-
gurate new Mass times.  We will retain our Saturday evening 
Mass at 5:00PM (preceded by the Sacrament of Reconciliation 
at 4PM) and offer Sunday morning Masses at 9:00AM and 
11:30AM.  We will try this for the first year and evaluate.  This 
was decided after consultation with the Pastoral & Administra-
tive Councils, the Liturgy, the Faith Formation, and the Transi-
tion Committees.  Most parishes find those mid-to-late morn-
ing Mass times to be the most popular.   
 
Faith Formation Programs will continue to take place on the 
campus of PCC-Rock Creek on Sunday mornings.  They will 
begin at 10:45AM so that children and families in those pro-
grams can easily make it across the street after 9:00 Mass (after 
grabbing a donut, of course!). 
 
It is our goal to offer hospitality after each Mass so as to build 
on the great community spirit here.  But that means we will 
need more volunteers to help serve either cookies and juice on 
Saturday evenings, or to help serve coffee, juice and donuts on 
Sunday morning.   
 
Another Mass also means more opportunities for people to 
serve as lectors, Eucharistic ministers, altar servers and musi-
cians.  We will make a big plug for those roles in September, 
before we open the new church, and then again in January, 
after we have some new members. 
 
Regarding the construction schedule, we have fallen a little 
behind. Our completion date is now likely to be the middle of 
October (Yikes!).  The baptistery is being prepped, windows 
should be installed soon, and sheet rock will go up on the inte-
rior walls this week. The outer siding is also being installed.  
They are preparing the main floor to be poured, but that may 
still be a week or two out. 
 
Amazingly enough, we have saved some money as we pro-
ceed, and we have had to add a few things, but we are coming 
in very close to our original cost expectations.  That is rare for 
a project of this magnitude.  
 
Please pray for a smooth transition and for all the amazing pa-
rishioners who are planning it.
