Family Faith Sharing: 
Mark 10:35-45 
Two of Jesus’  apostles ask to be 
given the seats beside him in 
the glory of heaven.  Jesus tells 
them they do not realize what it 
is they are asking, and then he 
asks them whether they can go 
through everything he will go 
through.  They say they can.  

Jesus responds by telling them they will go through those 
things, but that he cannot give them the places of honor in 
heaven because those places are already reserved.  Jesus 
calls the apostles together and explains to them that although 
the rulers of the world are harsh and demanding leaders, the 
followers of Jesus who wish to be great should be a servant 
and a slave to others.  He says, “ The Son of Man did not 
come to be served but to serve and to give his life as a ran-
som for many.” . 
What did Jesus do to show that he was a servant to others?  
How can you be a servant too?  A ‘ ransom’  is payment made 
to rescue or save someone.  What ransom did Jesus make?  
Who was he rescuing? 
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Why is THAT Scripture on THIS Sunday? 
 
 The Lectionary is the name of the book which has the pas-
sages of scripture arranged for liturgical use.  At Sunday 
Mass we usually hear five (not just three) readings 
(passages).  The first is usually from the Hebrew scriptures 
(Old Testament), then a Responsorial Psalm (also from the 
Hebrew scriptures), followed by a reading from the one of 
the New Testament Letters, the gospel acclamation (which 
is a scripture verse during the Alleluia procession), and fi-
nally the Gospel. 
 
 The Sunday readings are on a three year cycle, creatively 
named cycles A, B, and C.  We are currently coming to the 
end of cycle B.  The new cycle begins at the beginning of 
the Liturgical Year on the First Sunday of Advent. 
 
 In cycle A we hear from the Gospel according to St. Mat-
thew. Cycle B is mostly from the Gospel of St. Mark, but it 
is the shortest gospel so some weekends in the summer we 
hear from the Gospel of St. John.  We also hear a lot from 
the Gospel of John during Holy Week and Easter Season.  
Cycle C, then, is devoted to St. Luke.  Each week we pro-
gress through the Gospel following the life of the Lord. 
 
 The first reading each Sunday has been chosen to tie into 
the theme found in the Gospel de jour and is from a variety 
of places in the Hebrew Scriptures.  The Psalms are ideally 
sung because they are lyrics of Jewish hymns, even though 
the ancient melodies have been lost.  The second reading is 
a passage from one of the letters in the New Testament.  
They aren’ t necessarily related to the theme in the Gospel of 
the day, but are just the next passage as we work our way 
through a given letter. 
 
 Every Catholic Mass in the world hears the same readings 
on a given Sunday.  This is a sign of our unity in Christ as 
we follow the life of Jesus, and the methodical selections 
help us to hear as much of the scriptures as possible. 
 
 On weekdays there is a two-year cycle (Year I and Year II).  
The gospel selections are the same each year, but the first 
reading and psalms alternate.  There are also special read-
ings for feast days and for events like weddings and other 
sacraments.
