Family Faith Sharing: 
Mark 10:46-52 
Jesus was traveling with his disci-
ples and many people.  A blind man 
named Bartimaeus was sitting and 
begging on the side of the road and 
when he heard that Jesus was in the 
crowd he began to call to him say-
ing, “ Have pity on me.”   Although 
some people told him to be quiet, 
Bartimaeus kept crying out, and so 
Jesus stopped and called to him.  

When Jesus asked what he wanted, Bartimaeus simply said, 
“Master, I want to see.”   Jesus said to him, “ Go your way; 
your faith has saved you.”   And Bartimaeus could see imme-
diately. 
Do you ever think about how many blind or sick or injured 
people were around in Jesus’  day?  But he didn’ t run around 
trying to heal them all.  Instead, he healed those who called 
out to him for help.  What does this mean for us today?  
What do you think Bartimaeus already knew about Jesus 
before he talked to him?  What does Jesus mean when he 
says ‘your faith has saved you’?

 Once a month I get together with 3 other priests for a cou-
ple days of recreation, prayer, and honest talk.  Two of us, 
Fr. Mark Bachmeier (St. Mary Parish, Eugene) and I have 
been doing this since we were in the seminary together over 
25 years ago. The other two, Fr. George Wolf (St. Mary 
Cathedral, Portland) and Fr. John Henderson (St. Mary Par-
ish, Corvallis), joined the diocese at different times.  We 
invited them to join our group about the time they each 
moved here.  We pattern our gatherings off the model of 
Jesu Caritas, which is a national association of diocesan 
priests who meet in small groups.  www.jesuscaritasusa.org 
 
 My mother had a group with whom she met regularly.  
They called themselves The Bridge Club.  I think they only 
played bridge a few times back in the mid 1950’s, until they 
discovered that they more preferred their time together visit-
ing.  Starting as youngish, Catholic mothers, these women 
have lived through new babies, family struggles, celebratory 
moments, tragedies, kids’  weddings, grandchildren, funer-
als, etc.  I remember they were key players during the recep-
tion after my first Mass. They were at all our family wed-
dings and funerals.  I went to many of their events.  In fact 
their kids and my siblings refer to each other as “ Bridge 
Club cousins” . 
 
 My Jesu Caritas group just met together earlier this week 
in Corvallis.  We take turns hosting. The “ Responsible”  pro-
vides lodging, meals and facilitates our time together. One 
of the key components of our gathering is what we call the 
Review of Life by which we share — quite candidly I might 
add — what is going on in our lives.  Sometimes it is about 
struggles, sometimes about joyful events, sometimes a little 
of both.  The entire experience of Jesu Caritas, which liter-
ally means “ the love of Jesus” , is not just to be of support to 
each other, but also to be accountable to each other.  In the 
long run, we know it has made us better priests and better 
human beings. 
 
 In the next few weeks we will be inviting parishioners to 
consider being part of a Small Christian Community.  
Groups meet weekly, sometimes just for a season (Advent 
or Lent) but some choose to continue on for many years.  If 
you join a Small Christian Community for Advent I guaran-
tee you will have a more meaningful Christmas.
