One could consider me somewhat of an authority on ceme-
teries. | used to work at Mount Calvary Cemetery, whilein
the seminary. | dug graves by hand, | trimmed around head-
stones, | hel ped with the physical work of lowering a casket
into agrave, fillinginall the dirt and replacing the sod. |
learned that if | followed the superstition to “ never step on a
grave’ | would not have been able to do my work, what with
zZig-zagging all through the cemetery as| did for the first
few hours of my first day there.

Since being ordained | have been called upon to conduct
hundreds of graveside services. These haveincluded many
dear friends and, of course, my own parents’ and that of my
niece, Mary Ellen.

As a seminarian and during various assignments, | have
found cemeteries to be places of solace and prayer. | first
discovered this at Mount Angel at the Abbey cemetery. |
was drawn there one day during aretreat. (At thetime | was
meditating on Jesus' agony in the Garden of Gethsemane.) |
found it to be a great place to pray where there were no liv-
ing people to distract me. Looking at the monks' head-
stones it dawned on me that “those lying in these graves are
the victors whose lives are entirdly in the hands of God.”

Around the “ season” of Halloween more and more people
are decorating their yards with tombstones to create a
spooky atmosphere. | supposeits all inthe name of fun,
but, like Christmas, we arelosing, or have logt, the real
meaning of thistime of year.

November 1% and 2" are All Saints Day and All Souls Day,
respectively (November is the Month of All Souls). On All
Saints Day we honor our Christian heroes whaose holiness
was so obvious that our Church declares that they are, in-
deed, in heaven. On All Souls Day we remember and pray
for our departed loved ones so that they, too, may sharein
heavenly glory. Itisan appropriate timeto visit cemeteries
and the remains of those who rest in hallowed ground. Our
hearts are sad, perhaps, but we should have no reason to fear
acemetery. Itistherethat we most declare our faith and
hope in the resurrection!
