St. Charles and St. Teresa 
 
When we think of the Church of the Middle Ages we often 
remember corruption at the highest levels.  This caused 
great wounds in the Body of Christ which led to the Refor-
mation.  The Protestant Reformers desired for the Church to 
return to a better witness of the humility, holiness and ser-
vant-hood of Jesus. 
 
But that time of great sinners and corruption also produced 
some of our greatest saints who ushered in the Counter-
Reformation of the Catholic Church, culminating in the 
Council of Trent.  That Council had as great, if not a greater, 
impact on the Church than that of the Second Vatican Coun-
cil (1962-1965) of our own day. 
 
St. Charles Boromeo ( 1538-1584) was related to the Medici 
family, who have been referred to as the “ mafia of the ren-
aissance” . But he did not get pulled in by that corruption.  
His heart was set on a genuine love for Christ and His 
church.  Even as a Cardinal (by age 22) he lived a life of 
poverty, simplicity, service, and prayer.  He was instrumen-
tal in re-convening the Council of Trent (1559-1563) which 
reformed religious life, the liturgy and the hierarchy to re-
flect a greater witness of the Body of Christ.  This gained 
him enemies. There were even attempts on his life (e.g. a 
monk from a luxurious monastery tried to shoot him). 
 
St. Teresa of Ávila (1515-1582) entered a Carmelite monas-
tery at age 20.  It was a comfortable life which included per-
sonal possessions, the ability to entertain, and to come and 
go at will.  But in her 40s she experienced a deeper conver-
sion, coupled with mystical experiences that led her to even-
tually found new monasteries to live out the reform.  She, 
and her allies, like St. John of the Cross (1542-1591), also 
encountered much opposition.  St. John was even impris-
oned by his own monastic community!  The reformed 
movement was called the Discalced (shoeless) Carmelites.  
This is the order of Fr. Adam Gonzales and the Carmelite 
nuns in Eugene. 
 
In 1970 the Church gave St. Teresa the title Doctor of the 
Church, in light of her extensive writings. She and St. Cath-
erine of Siena (1347-1380) were the first women so hon-
ored. 
 
St. Charles once preached to priests “ do not neglect the par-
ish of your own soul” .  Renewing the Church begins by 
each of us renewing our lives in Christ each day. This will 
help to renew and strengthen our relationships and the 
Church.

Focus on Mental I llness.  Justice Issues:  In 1963, 
when the de-institutionalization of mental institu-
tions, asylums, and hospitals was mandated, the lo-
cal communities that were to provide services never 
received the necessary and promised funding, result-
ing in hundreds of thousands of patients with no 
place to go.  This dilemma still exists today:  many 
families are ill equipped to handle the needs of fam-
ily members with mental illness, and many small 
scale institutions have precisely the same terrible 
conditions decried in 1963.  Community based ser-
vices are often underfunded, access to health care 
may be a continual challenge, and far too many peo-
ple with mental illness are on their own, often home-
less or in prison.  What action steps can our parish 
take to advocate for better systems of care for people 
with mental illness and their families?
