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Solemnity of Christ the King

The Time is Now!

Today, on the Solemnity of Christ the King, we arere-
minded, as we were last week, that the most urgent and im-
portant thing we can do each day is to strengthen our rela-
tionship with Jesus so that he istruly the Center of our lives.
How do we do that? Here are some suggestions.

Attend daily Mass. At my daily home Mass | have
room for a few more, but another parish may be close to
where you work. Downtown parishes offer Mass dur-
ing the lunch hour.

Read the daily scriptures for the Mass of the day. They
can be found at a Catholic book store or at the U. S.
Bishops' website www.uscch.org/nab/ or at
www.dailygospel .org (this latter option will send the
readings to your email box).

Read a few verses of a Gospel each day. St. Jerome
(+420 AD) said: Ignorance of the Scripturesisigno-
rance of Christ. Intime you will have read all four gos-
pels and can start over. Y ou could combine that with
praying one Psalm each day. It isthe prayer book Jesus
used.

Take 10 or 20 or 30 minutes each day to sit in silence
repeating the name of Jesus. This could precede your
scripture reading. Breathe slow deep breaths and repeat
the Holy Name to call himinto your life each day. You
may want to repeat Lord Jesus Christ, have mercy on
me.

Read about a saint every day. These role models help us
by example to learn how to integrate Christ into our
lives. Books can be found at Catholic book stores or
brief synopses are on the web and can be emailed to you
each day from www.americancatholic.org.

Pray therosary. The mysteries of therosary give usan
opportunity to meditate on the life of Jesus.

Though the things above are daily prayers, other ways to
motivate ourselves would be to join a Small Christian Com-
munity (SCC), participate in the St. Juan Diego Men's or
Women' sretreats or any other retreat inthe area. Spiritual
Reading or attending lectures on spiritual matters can also
be of great help. The main thing is just to do something so
that not a day goes by without expressing love, gratitude
and dependence upon Jesus.
